Youth organizations are required 
to have at least one adult 
supervisor while working at their 
adopted street.

 Trash bags 
 Gloves 
 Safety vests  
 Road signs (if necessary) 
 Other supplies (as

What tasks are we volunteering to 
do by adopting a street? 

Adoptive groups are asked to: 
 Pick up litter  
 Pick up tires 

 
Groups are also asked to make note of: 
 Vandalism damage 
 Potholes  
 Unsafe conditions 

 

What supplies will be provided? 

May we choose which street we 
want to adopt? 

Yes! Groups are encouraged to 
select a street near their homes, 
schools or meeting places, that is 
a minimum length of one mile 
or the full length of a street or 
multiple streets.  
 
Groups may select any street 
and fill out the Adopt-A-Street
